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History, Nature and Scope

Carmel College was opened In 1948 at Newbury, Berkshire. The aim of
its founder, the present Principal, was to bring into being a board-
ing school which would provide a general education on a level with
‘that offered by the best Publlic Schools, together with a comprehen-
sive Jewlish tralning. As a result of its first Inspectlon In 1950
the School was provisionally recognised as efficent by the Ministry
of Educatlion.

In the summer of 1953 the School moved to Mongewell Park, near
wWallingford. The Preparatory Schocl, which had formerly occupled a
separate bullding at some distance from the Senior School in Newbury,
was accommodated In the same estate and 1t now shares some of the
buildings with the Senior School, but this 1s regarded only as a
temporary arrangement.

The present number of boys In the School 1s 176, of whom 57 are
in the Preparatory School; all are boarders and all are of the
Jewish Faith. The majority come from varlous parts of the British
Isles, but 27 of them come from 14 different countries overseas,
most of them knowing no English on arrival; and this dlversity con-
stitutes a serious problem to which a satisfactory solutlon has not
yet been found. The boys' ages In the Preparatory School range from
7 to 11 years and In the Senior School from 11 to 18 years.

Boys may enter the School at any age up to 14 years after passing
~a test 1n English, Arithmetic,and General Intelligence. Some of them
come from Preparatory schools where French, Latin, Algebra and
Geometry are taught; others come from primary schools where these
subjects are not included in the curriculum. This divergence Iin
attalnment raises further difficultlies which have yet to be sur-
mounted. :

Of the ‘31 boys who left the School In 1954, 22% left at the age
of 15+, 23% at 16+ and 55% at 17 or over. Of the 70 leavers in the
last two years, 18 have passed on to universities, 11 have gone to
other establishments for further education, 21 have entered their
parents! businesses and 10 who came from abroad have returned to
their homes. About the remaining 10 there 1s no precise information.

Governing Body

The constitution of the Governing Body 1s stated 1n the Memorandum
and Articles of Assoclatien. There are at present sixteen Governors,
but a resolution has been passed ralsing the number to twenty-five.
The Governors meet once a month, and the Principal attends all meet-
ings by right. 2

Finance

Carmel College 1s owned by a non-profit-making company known as
nCarmel College, Limited". The company has ralsed 1ts capital by
loans; 1t has no shares and is not subject to income tax. Articles
of Association prevent members of the company from receliving
financial beneflit from the School.
